
Policy On Use By Third-Parties Of The Capital City Condors Name and/or Logo In Association With Wares and Services For Advertising/Promotion Purposes

EFFECTIVE DATE: APRIL 14, 2012.

WHEREAS the Capital City Condors(“CCC”) is a non-profit, volunteer driven, registered charity that provides a hockey program for youth with special needs  regardless of race, ethnicity, ability, age, sexual orientation, income or religion;

AND WHEREAS the CCC is a non-sectarian, non-partisan organization that is not legally affiliated with any other third party;

AND WHEREAS the CCC does not and cannot align itself with, endorse and/or sponsor any particular third party or the wares and/or services provided by a third party, particularly where a third party has competitors in the marketplace;

BUT WHEREAS it is in the best interests of the CCCto increase its visibility within the community and maximize equipment or monetary donations for the benefit of its members and clients;

AND WHEREAS third parties may wish to vocalize their support for the CCC in the advertising and/or promotion of their own wares or services, and provide equipment or monetary donations to the CCC in so doing;

THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE CCC HEREBY ENACT THE FOLLOWING POLICY:

1. The CCC may allow, at its sole and absolute discretion, any reputable third party that will not discredit or bring disrepute to the CCC (a “Third Party”), to use the CCC’s name and/or logo in association with promotion and/or advertising of the Third Party’s wares and/or services, provided that:

(a)
in the case of a one-time promotion and/or advertisement for a one-time event, the Third Party uses the trade-mark referenced at Schedule “A” hereto for such promotion and/or advertisement, and seeks monetary and/or equipment donations on behalf of the CCC from individuals attending such event, such donations being requested in the promotion and/or advertisement.  All monetary and/or equipment donations received shall be delivered to the CCC within five (5) business days after any such event;

(b)
in the case of promotion and/or advertising in association with a Third Party’s wares or services over a period of time not exceeding one (1) year (such period being extendable by and at the sole and absolute discretion of the CCC), the Third Party uses the trade-mark referenced at Schedule “A” hereto for such promotion and/or advertising, and seeks monetary and/or equipment donations on behalf of the CCC or is willing to donate a percentage of proceeds received to the CCC, such donations or proceeds being requested or advertised in the promotion and/or advertisement.  All monetary and/or equipment donations or percentage of proceeds received shall be delivered to the CCC at least once a month during the relevant period of time.

2. The CCC shall only allow the use of its name and/or logo in the manner described above in section (1) hereto if the Third Party agrees to be bound by the Policy described herein.
